1.   All pages are to include the Addendum number and the total number of pages 
      (i.e.  Addendum No. 1, Page 1 of 20) at the bottom of the page in bold and

      capitalized.

      2.  The Addendum letter packet is to include a revised copy of the existing page.  The revised 

           page number is to be shown with an “r” (i.e. 25r).
      3.  If change in Bid Due date then include one Original and one Duplicate of the bidder 

           proposal page.

      4.  An Addendum Summary letter is required explaining the changes (see example attached).

      5.  A Letter of Explanation to the TEC Chief is required for their signature (see example 

           attached).

      6.  If any bid items change then make sure to change them on the CEPF form through Contract 

           Administration.

Sheet No. 1r of 13 – Title Sheet

· Added Redline No. 1 to revision block.

Sheet No. 2r of 13 – Dwg. No. S-1

· Revised the limits for reconstruction of the North Abutment backwall and replacement of the joint seal and angle.

Sheet No. 3r of 13 – Dwg. No. S-2

· Revised the repair type for the deteriorated concrete in the South Abutment backwall from pneumatically applied mortar to cast-in-place modified Mix No. 6 concrete.

· Revised the limits for reconstruction of the North Abutment backwall to extend the full width.
