LIGHTING PLAN REVIEW REQUIREMENTS:
Project start-
Provide specific scope of work in a project 

-Resurfacing-curb to curb only or curb, sidewalk replacement, ramps, driveways, intersection improvements, base repairs etc. 

-Preliminary utility investigation for work to be included in the scope of work for the project. Also include study and modifications to existing street lighting, conduits and traffic signal facilities.
Plans:
-Show existing street conditions, utilities including street lighting (type of poles, fixtures, wattage, hand boxes, conduits/cables etc.
-Show any existing street lights on Joint use traffic poles including conduit connections. 

-Show existing conduits/cable connections from BGE power service pole or conduit manhole.

-Show proposed roadway and utility work including street lighting, conduits and traffic signals/intersection improvements.
-Proposed plans shall include all details such as type of poles, existing and proposed pole locations, handboxes, conduits with detail construction notes, pole base/handbox location chart (stations and offsets), legend and reference to corresponding details on plan sheets or Baltimore city standard plates.

-Plans shall include all final proposed work and temporary work during construction if the existing lighting facilities will be out of service. 
- Consultants to contact BGE for required information regarding conduit installation, power source or utility pole removal or relocation.  The plans shall include existing and proposed power service conduit connections from BGE poles or conduit manhole to street lighting handbox or pole/s.
Specifications:

-Contract specification book shall include specifications and special provisions for all applicable items as per Baltimore city or Maryland state standards.
- Detail standard plates for type of light fixtures, poles, pole bases, arm attachment etc.

-Bid items and cost estimate.   

In addition the following updated comments need to be addressed.

- Photometric study of existing and proposed lighting shall be submitted to Street lighting and spacing for light poles shall be revised as per lighting standards.  

- On the perimeter streets existing lighting may need to be replaced with final permanent lighting and conduits or lights on relocated BGE wood poles.  
The following comments shall be addressed for the proposed plans.

The proposed lighting level for the development shall meet or exceed Baltimore city standards.
- Additional Conduits for power service connections from BGE service from utility poles or manholes may be required as directed by BGE.
- Add Baltimore City Standard detail plates and specifications for street lighting pole bases, poles and luminaries, hand boxes and conduits etc. in the spec. book.   

- On the perimeter streets such as where existing street lights either on standard city (Aluminum) poles or BGE wood poles if impacted by proposed construction plans and need to be removed, should be installed in new locations with new bases and conduit connections. 
If the street lighting cable would be impacted, that will require conduit installation in order to replace cable.
· For the poles in the alleys; Easement shall be provided if the poles, hand boxes or conduits are behind the City right of way.

· Install Bollards for protection of the poles.  

Add following notes on plan sheet.

-All proposed pedestrian/street lighting pole bases, poles, hand boxes, conduits shall be installed as per Baltimore City standards. 
-The location and conditions of the existing utilities shall be inspected and verified for proposed installation of lighting facilities.
-The contractor would be responsible to provide temporary lighting as per Baltimore city standards if the existing lighting can not be maintained during construction.

-All conduits shall be concrete encased as per City standards. 

Please add the following note to the Special Provisions: 
SC-Street light cable and equipment
“The Contractor is directed to excavate carefully and support, protect and maintain existing Street lighting facilities when performing base repair or roadway construction. If the Contractor should damage a street light cable/conduit or structure during construction, the Contractor is directed to immediately notify Street Lighting Maintenance on 410-396-1311. The Maintenance Section will inspect the damage and will effect repairs or direct the Contractor in the repair of the damage. All such repairs shall be made at the Contractor’s expense.”
